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Abstract Details

The purpose of the abstract is to provide enough information for the SRS technical paper reviewers so they can clearly understand the focus of your proposed paper and presentation for Robothon. The abstract should be 1 to 3 pages long and should follow the formatting and style guidelines for the technical papers. The abstract should guide the reviewers through your topic of research, can include a few images or figures to help clarify, and should include applicable references of similar or background research.  

The abstract is not just the abstract section of your paper, but can be thought of as a 3-page summary. If your paper is already written, select some key sentences and paragraphs and a couple of figures to include, and summarize the other details of your paper. If you have not yet written your paper, discuss the focus of your paper, the research you have completed and what you have planned to do, and discuss the expected results and physical demonstration to validate your results.

It is common to prepare an abstract that is for research you are currently working on and which has not yet been concluded; thus you may not know the exact conclusions your research will reach. You should outline the stage your research is currently in, and what the expected possible conclusions are. Your research should be sufficiently complete that you can ensure that you will complete the paper within the require timeframe for Robothon. 

I would be good to include a section called “Notes” to discuss the current state of your research and paper, and to discuss the sections and information you plan to be able to include.
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
